FINAL DETAILS

Travel Directions

The event is 6 miles south west of Mansfield. The car park is in a field on the east side of Blidworth Woods north of Longdale Lane just west of its junction with the A614 2 ¼  miles south of the junction of the A614 and the A6067. Grid reference SK 598523.
Parking:
Car and coach parking will be in the field on the north side of Longdale Lane. This gently sloping field is regularly used for Sunday Markets and has tarmac entrances and a compacted sandy base. The main entrance is 5.5 metres wide and we trust that coach drivers will be prepared to drive into the field.
Please park as directed by the marshals. There is no car park fee.
Assembly area
The finish and assembly are in the same field as the car park.  Event toilets, Ultrasport and Compass Point will be situated in this field.  A catering van provided by the operator of the usual Sunday Market on the site will also be available.

There should be plenty of room for club tents but we ask that they are pitched behind a tent line a short distance from the run-in fence.
Dogs

Dogs are allowed in the car park and the competition area so long as they are under control and the owners clear up after them.

Safety

Competitors take part at their own risk. The Brown and Blue Mens courses cross a road on the way to the start and during the race. Drivers are known to travel along this road at very high speed. Please take care crossing this road. 
Blidworth is a popular venue for walkers and horse riders. Please be courteous.

All Competitors must Download even if they retire and do not finish the course.

Smoking

It is a condition of using the forest that there is no smoking in any part of the forest or the assembly area.

Electronic Punching: S I System

The event will use the SPORTident (SI) punching system.

S I Card hire charge is 50p Lost SI cards will be charged at £20.00
Registration

Pre-entered competitors with their own S I cards should proceed straight to the appropriate start. Please visit the registration tent to collect hired S I cards and pay any outstanding fees. Loose description sheets will also be available here. Team captains should notify changes of starters at the registration tent.

Registration (Continued)

The registration tent will also be open from 9.45 to 12.00 for entry to the White and Yellow courses and S I hire.
Fees for the white and yellow (Non-Cup/Trophy) courses are as follows:

Adults £5.00 (But £2.00 discount for National BOF members and East Midlands Local members on production of BOF Card)

Juniors £1.50 (No discount for BOF members)

Course closure

Courses close at 15.30.

Start times 

Start times are from 10.30 to 13.30 and your start time should have been allocated to you by your team manager. Starts for the Yellow and White courses will be from 11.00 to 13.00.
Starts
There are two starts for the event. The Sansom start is 850 metres south from the assembly area and the Blidworth start is 650 metres to the north.
A punching start will be used for all courses.

MAKE SURE THAT YOU GO TO THE CORRECT START.  IF YOU ARE LATE TO THE START YOU WILL HAVE TO WAIT UNTIL THE NEXT BLANK START TIME ALLOCATED TO YOUR CLUB – IF THERE IS ONE.

There will not be a clothing transfer from either start.

Control Descriptions:

Control descriptions will be available from the NOC website. Control descriptions will also be available from registration.
Pictorial descriptions will be used for all courses. Written descriptions will also be available at Registration for the white and yellow courses.
Map

The map has been updated by Peel Land Surveys in 2007. The map scale is 1:10,000 with 5 metre contours and will be A3 in size.  It will be digitally printed on waterproof “Pretex” paper and will not be in a bag. Pictorial control descriptions will be printed on the front of the map.
Timed Road Crossing

The courses that start in Sansom Wood will cross Longdale Lane during the event. There will be a control on either side of the road and the time between these controls will not be included in race time so long as it is less than 2 minutes. Time in excess of 2 minutes will be counted in race time.

Terrain
Both woods are Forestry Commission working woods which are coniferous with small areas of Beech and Birch woodland. Significant areas of forest mapped as runnable have bramble and bracken growth at this time of year making the runnability slower than in areas mapped as slow run. Courses have been planned to avoid the worst areas. We strongly advise robust full leg cover.
Map Collection
Maps will be collected from all competitors finishing before 13.30. They can be reclaimed by team captains after 13.30.
Results and prizegiving
Intermediate results will be posted to www.live-o.org during the event (mobile communications permitting) and final results and splits to www.cix.co.uk/~neper/csc07.

We intend to hold the prizegiving at 3.00pm assuming that all counting competitors will have finished by then.

Complaints and Protests:

Any competitor who wishes to make a complaint should go to the registration tent to discuss the matter with the organizer, Mick Lucking. If the competitor is unhappy with the decision a protest may be made in writing to the Controller, Brian Slater (HALO). A fee of £5.00 is payable (refundable if the protest is upheld). If required a Jury will be convened. 

We would welcome any volunteers to act on the jury.

Event Cancellation:
