· One copy of a map of a small  part of site,  which you can use to familarise the young people with an orienteering maps, it is only a small area but all the symbols used will assist them on the course, There will be a set of instructions to help those leaders unfamilar with orienteering maps. Please do not go anywhere else on the site that isn’t on this map before the young people start the competition.
· Control desriptions, which give details of the code number for each control/checkpoint. (The competitors need to take this with them on the course.)

Courses: 
Category A Course 1.8km Cubs

Category B Course 2.1km Scouts and Guides

Category C Course 3.1km Explorers/Network
Map: Each entry will receive a bagged pre marked 5 colour map, These will be distributed in the start lanes, for Category A and B courses an adult will be assisting the Young people to set their map correctly before they start.

Electronic Punching 

Electronic SI control boxes will be mounted on an aluminum stake, along with an orienteering kite and the control code. All controls must be registered in the correct order.  There will be a punch in case of SI unit failure, if a competitor believes the unit is faulty they should punch the edge of the map and inform the download team. 

Safety Whilst we will do everything we can to make this event as safe as possible, competitors do take part at their own risk. Please ensure that they are properly prepared for the event and clothed in a manner suitable for the conditions on the day.  It is recommended that whistles are carried.
Once competitors have started can you please ensure they report back to the barn to download their dibbers even if for some reason they have been unable to complete their course.
Prize giving We will have prize giving in the barn area, hopefully 15mins after the last competitors have finished.
